Book Buddies Program Overview
Each session is two hours and will begin with a group meeting goals for the day, and any questions or concerns

before breaking into small groups. We then welcome the buddies and begin our hour with them starting with
a story or activity. Volunteers then break into small groups with their buddy for 30 minutes to select a book
and read together, aloud, or discuss. After break-out sessions, we come together again as a group for a closing
game or activity. At the end of each session, tweens and teens will have a group discussion on how the session
went, and if there are any questions or concerns.
